Because of British Columbia's May 9, 2017 election results, it is uncertain if this will proceed. If it does not, the top marginal rate will be 40.61% and the maximum tax credit value will be 12.99%.
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This table assumes the non-resident will not qualify for the federal basic personal tax credit of $11,635. Non-residents can claim this credit only if all or substantially all (i.e., 90% or more) of the non-resident's 

worldwide income is included in his or her taxable income earned in Canada for the year. The non-resident amounts apply to income taxable in Canada that is not earned in a province or territory.

When personal tax credits in addition to the basic personal tax credit are available, the results in this table are too high. The maximum value of the dividend tax credit is determined by multiplying the dividend tax 

credit rate by the amount of eligible dividends (grossed up by 38%) or of non-eligible dividends (grossed up by 17%). The maximum value of other personal tax credits is determined by multiplying the other tax 

credit rate by the amount of those other personal tax credits.
